K-12 Physical Education Teaching. The curriculum
includes general education and other selected
courses typically required in a baccalaureate degree

program in K-12 Physical Education Teaching.

PROGRAM TRANSFERABILITY

'The university parallel Associate of Science - K-12
Physical Education Teaching degree program is
designed for transfer to TBR colleges and most
other regional colleges and universities which offer a
bachelor’s degree program.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE
A student desiring to pursue an Associate of Science
degree must:

1. Submit the Northeast State Application for
Admission to the Office of Admissions and
Records.

2. Indicate University Parallel-Associate of Science
degree program in K-12 Physical Education
Teaching as the desired program on the
Northeast State application form.

3. See a faculty advisor representing the Education
program prior to registering for classes.
